BASIC BIBLE TEACHING #9

SALVATION THROUGH JESUS CHRIST

® The life Jesus lived was different to that of any
other man or woman. He always obeyed the
commandments of God. Unlike us he was sinless.

® God raised him from the dead and he will never
die again. God has given him eternal life.

®As soon as Jesus was raised from the dead, he
began to teach his disciples about his death and
of the Old

resurrection. He showed how all

Luke 24:44-47

‘This is what | told you while | was still with you:
Everything must be fulfilled that is written about me in
the Law of Moses, the Prophets and the Psalms. Then he
opened their minds so that they could understand the
Scriptures. He told them “This is what is written: The
Christ will suffer and rise from the dead on the third day,
and repentance and forgiveness of sins will be preached
in his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem."

@Forty days after his resurrection, Jesus went up
into heaven. The disciples preached the Gospel to
people as Jesus had commanded them. They
began to do this in Jerusalem. They started on a
special day. It was a holiday and many people had
come into the city. Peter, one of Jesus' apostles,
told them about the crucifixion of Jesus. He told
them that God had raised him from the dead and
had made him their king. The people who heard him
were upset by this message. They asked Peter what
they should do.
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Acts 2:37-39

‘When the people heard this, they were cut to the heart
and said to Peter and the other apostles, "Brothers, what
shall we do?" Peter replied, "Repent and be baptised,
every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of
the Holy Spirit. The promise is for you and your children
and for all who are far off--for all whom the Lord our
God will call.’

® Ppeter told them to repent. They must
understand that they had sinned against God.
They must feel this in their hearts. The people
were sorry that they had not listened to the
preaching of Jesus. They realized that they had
disobeyed God's commandments in their lives.
They wanted to put their lives right with God. This
is what repentance means.

® Repentance is the first step for anyone who wants
to be saved. We have to feel a real need of God in
our lives. This must come from the heart. When we
feel like this, we should pray to God and ask him
'‘What shall | do?'

®King David wrote Psalm 32 when he had sinned.
At first he pretended that he had not disobeyed
God. He kept quiet and did not pray about it. This
made him ill. Then he repented of his sin and
confessed it to God. He asked God to forgive him.

Psalm 32:2-6

‘Blessed is the man whose sin the LORD does not count
against him and in whose spirit is no deceit. When | kept
silent, my bones wasted away through my groaning all
day long.
